Westbury-sub Mendip WI

Margaret Haslam, Vice President, took the chair in the absence of Anne Williams. 

After the usual business the two resolutions to be taken to the 2008 AGM were debated.  Every year WI members put forward resolutions for discussion at the AGM in June. If passed these then become mandates and form the basis of campaigning activities in the years ahead.

Two have been shortlisted this year and the first – a “Ban on Bottom Trawling” was well presented by Nicky Venning, who had stepped into the breach at the last moment.  The motion “This meeting urges HM Government to urge the EU to ban bottom trawling which causes catastrophic loss of marine life.” was discussed and voted upon. 

The second,  put over well by Sylvia Healey, was the Inappropriate Imprisonment of the Severely Mentally Ill.  The motion “In view of the adverse effect on families of the imprisonment of people with severe mental health problems, this meeting urges HM Government to provide treatment and therapy in a more appropriate and secure residential environment.”  was also discussed and voted upon.  

Both motions were approved by the meeting and the views of Westbury WI will be taken to the AGM by the Group representative.  

The next meeting will take place on 2 June in the Village Hall at 7.30 pm.  Visitors welcome.
