WESTBURY FRIENDLY SOCIETY: GUIDELINES ON DONATIONS

1. Distribution of Surplus Funds
1.1. The Society will offer donations to Westbury organisations and individuals.

1.2. Subject to funds being available, applications will be assessed by the Committee bi-annually (March & September) on a competitive basis.

1.3. Donations will be offered on the basis of need, where a donation will make a real difference.

2. Applications will be considered from the following:

2.1. Any club or organisation in the village of Westbury-sub-Mendip.

2.2. Individuals who can prove a genuine need, who reside in the village or are members.

2.3. Private businesses and commercial enterprises are not eligible for support.

3. Conditions

3.1. Applications must be made on official forms, available from the Chairman or Secretary, and must be received on or before 1st March or 1st September.

3.2. In all cases, applicants will be asked to prove that (a) they are raising funds by their own efforts, and (b) have checked if there are any grants available from other sources.

3.3. The maximum donation to an individual will not generally exceed £300.

3.4. No one individual may receive more than £300 in total over any five-year period.

3.5. In the case of clubs and organisations, requests should be for specific items or projects. Cash donations to general funds will not usually be made.

3.6. The Committee reserves the right to reject any applications, and to apportion funds as they see fit.

3.7. In exceptional circumstances, the Committee will consider urgent or emergency applications at times between the March and September deadlines.

3.8. The Committee may contact applicants to clarify their requests.

3.9. Wherever possible, the committee will wish to make public the details of donations made. However, applicants wishing to protect their privacy and/or confidentiality may indicate this on the application form.
