Minutes of a Meeting of the Parish Council held in the Village Hall 

at 7.30pm on 13 June 2002

Present:  Cllrs. B.Haslam (Chairman), K.J.French, R.D.Healey (for items 1 – 7.i), P.M.Love, L.A.Moore (Vice-Chairman), A.J.Thompson, A.R.Wyke.

In attendance: B.J.Lane (Clerk), two members of the public and the Press  (for items 1 – 7.a).

i. Apologies were received from Cllrs. Stephen Harrison and Brian Livings.

ii. Declarations of interest were received from Cllr. Thompson concerning item 7.a and from Cllr.Love concerning item 7.j.

iii. The Minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting of 23 May 2002 were signed by the Chairman as a true record.

iv. The Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of 23 May 2002 were noted.

v. Matters arising from previous Minutes:

a. 2702 & 2703. Road Surfaces & Signs. A written response from SCC/Atkins had been received and the Clerk was asked to arrange a further meeting and to ask for details of the criteria used by the SCC when assessing damage to road surfaces. The Council was disappointed at the long delay for certain works. The Clerk was also asked to arrange for an additional dog fouling sign to be erected beside Court Farm.

b. 2704. Playing Fields. The canopy had been completed except for the interpretation board.  Plans for the skate board area were being prepared and public meeting would take place on 20 June when young people and others would be able to present their comments. Cllr. Moore handed over a petition received from 20 young people asking about details of the timetable for the facility. This was handed to Cllr. Healey as representative on the Playing Field Trust.

c. 2705. A371, Hollybrook & SWARMMS. It was reported that the SCC were funding a Feasibility study for the Wells to Cheddar stretch of the A371. The Council agreed to set up a working group consisting of Cllrs. Healey, Love, Thompson & Wyke to produce ideas to be put forward by the Council. The SWARMMS report was discussed and it was agreed that the Clerk should write pointing out the adverse effect that a new motorway junction 21a would have on the A371 and AONB.

d. 2707 Mortar Pits. The Clerk was asked to investigate the ownership of the recycling area and Cllr. Thompson circulated proposals for discussion at a future meeting.

e. 2708 Golden Jubilee Party. Thanks had been received from several parishioners and the Council offered its thanks to the organising sub-committee and to Mr. Chaffey for use of his land. It was agreed the the remaining souvenirs should be advertised in The Pew and that copies of John Waters photographs should be sold in the shop to cover the costs of the photography. The Council agreed that the minutes of the Jubilee Party Sub-committee of 29 May should be accepted and incorporated in these minutes. They are attached below.

f. 2711. Code of Conduct. Cllrs were reminded that they each needed to sign a personal declaration of acceptance of the Code of Practice before the end of June.

g. 2718. Notice boards. Cllr. Wyke was pursuing estimates for the provision of two notice boards at the shop and at Stoneleigh.

h. 2721a. SCC Rights of Way. Cllr. Thompson reported on his footpath training day and offered to produce a paper for discussion. 

i.Village Hall Management Committee. Cllrs agreed to nominate Cllr. Moore to be the second representative to the management committee.

6. There were no reports from SCC or MDC.

7. Planning Matters

The circulated permissions and refusal 7.a. – g. were noted.

h. There was no objection to the application for a dormer window at Willows, Back Lane.

i.The complaint about quarry dust should be referred to the Environmental Officer at MDC.

j. It was reported that the owner was applying for planning permission for the gap in the wall between Freehill and Pigs Orchard.

8. Finance

The Clerk’s Financial Statements for 2001/2 were discussed.

The receipt of the precept and grants from the Wyvern Environmental trust, LAMP and the SCC Jubilee Fund were noted, and it was agreed that the Clerk should accept the offer of a grant of £100 from MDC for footpath clearance.

12. Correspondence
The correspondence received by the clerk and circulated was noted. It was agreed that the Council would support the Campaign For Justice and that the clerk should write to MDC objecting to the proposed court closures.

13. Items for the next agenda

It was agreed that the Killing our Speed campaign and the renaming of part of Back Lane should be items for the next meeting.

vi. There were no apologies for absence.

vii. Report on progress to date

The party would take place on Tuesday 4 June on the lawn of Court House Farm. Owner Mr. Chaffey had public liability insurance to cover the many events that took place there each year. 362 written replies had been received suggesting that perhaps 400-500 people would drop in to the Party at some point during the afternoon and evening. Several had notes attached offering thanks that the event was being organised. Set up would begin from 10am, while the event would open to the public at 4.00pm. The roast lamb BBQ would begin about 5.00pm and there was a programme of music throughout – provisionally 5.00pm Karen Tweed, Westbury School Choir, 6.30pm Skelad, 8.00pm Serial (Sarah West Group), 8.20pm Lane Herringman & 9.00pm to the close at 10.30pm Skelad. Gary Amos would compere the event and provide a background disco throughout. Bunting & flags had been purchased and Cllr. French would present village children and senior citizens with Jubilee souvenirs. Cllr. Love would provide a tent and Cllr. French a suitable table for the souvenirs. The Police had been informed and the Fire Brigade would be present during the event. 

About 20 stalls would circle the lawn. Sixteen volunteers had been trained in First Aid and stewardship and would also be present. Rubbish bins and plastic bags would be provided and the local schoolchildren would assist in the final clearing of the field on the Wednesday morning.

viii. Budget

Details of bills and estimates for all aspects of the event were discussed and the grant of £140 from Somerset County Council’s Golden Jubilee Fund was welcomed. F.Griffiths, butcher, had already been paid £200 for burgers and sausages, and the overall budget was within the £1500 set by the Council. Some VAT would be recoverable.

The Chairman thanked everyone for their efforts and wished the event every success.
