It was agreed to renew the subscription to the Community Council for Somerset, and that Cllrs. Haslam & Moore should sign cheque no.000235 for £15.

Jubilee Party
The Clerk advised the Council members that the Jubilee Party was not at the moment being organised in a way that was acceptable to Cornhill Insurance for them to offer public liability cover. The Clerk was asked to inform the company that the party was being organised by the Parish Council with the assistance of volunteers from the parish, and that two councillors had special responsibility to supervise the details of budget and practical arrangements. Invoices for the event were all being received and paid by the Council and that the grant offered by Somerset Rural Development would be paid to the Council.

Members agreed that the present organisational arrangements should be formalised by the establishment of a subcommittee, to be chaired by the Chairman of the Council, together with Cllrs French & Love, and the two volunteers Mrs.P. Schroeder and Mrs.J Limond.

The meeting also agreed that, since a budget of £1500 had been agreed by the Council, cheques up to a total of that amount should be signed as the invoices were presented.
