Minutes of a Meeting of the Parish Council held in the Village Hall 

at 7.30pm on 31 July 2003

1. Apologies There were no apologies for absence.

2. Declarations of interest in items on the Agenda.

There were no Declarations of Interest in items on the Agenda.

3. To confirm the Minutes of the meeting of 17 July 2003.

The Minutes were signed as a correct record subject to the following additions/changes:

2. “Cllr.Wyke declared a non-prejudicial interest in item 18 as an elected member of the Mendip Hills Partnership.”

6. Add “and the potholes were not filled prior to resurfacing.”

7. Substitute “Cllr.Thompson” for “Cllr.West”.

9. Add “Cllr.Wyke hoped that any unspent money from the grant would be allocated to work on a Design Statement, as the countryside Agency did not allocate monies separately, but allowed Village Plan monies to be spent on Design statements.”

16. Replace the last sentence with “As requested Cllr.Wyke had spoken to Mr. Mogford of The Pew in advance of the publication of the newsletter and he had welcomed the Council’s initiative.”
4. To consider matters arising from the Minutes

Item 6. 2702/3 Road surfaces & signs. It was noted that householders had not been warned in advance and the workman had had to resurface around the skip in the road in Old Ditch.

Item 19a. Planning guidance. Cllr.Wyke reported that the Planning Dept. had explained that site location plans were only required to assist identification and therefore did not need to be up to date.

5. SCC & MDC matters

There were no matters of report.

6. 2705 A371 Feasibility Study

The Chairman reported that the public consultation exhibition had been very well attended. He also expressed his disappointment at the lack of publicity provided by SCC/Atkins, the poorly laid out display of the Westbury material and the lack of Atkins staff during the week to explain the proposals. There was general disappointment with the coverage proivided by the Wells Journsal. Cllr.Livings offered to try to obtain a summary of public responses from Atkins within the next two weeks to enable the Council to meet again to agree a Parish Council view to be put forward to the September meeting of the Steering Group. 

7. 2733 Parish Caretaker

The Chairman reported that Jackie Allen had been offered the post of caretaker and that the costs of equipment, clothing and training would be shared with Wookey Parish Council. Cllr.Thompson offered to assist the Clerk in managing the caretaker’s priorities. Some concern was expressed at the allocation of costs between the two parishes.

8. Planning matters for consideration

a. Application to convert garage  to a room for residential use at East Lodge, Station Road. No objections. It was noted that the immediate neighbour had not been on the consultee list.

b.Appplication to remove Condition 02 from Consent 114326/000 to allow use of approved holiday accommodation as a permanent dwelling (Cat B) at Glebe Cottage, Crow Lane. No objection. It was pointed out that the application concerned Glebe Barn, not Glebe Cottage as stated in all the paperwork.

9. Planning permissions to be noted

Permissions to erect a single storey rear  extension to 30 Stoneleigh, to fell tree at Medlar House, The Square and to erect single storey garden store & car port at The Barn, Duck Lane were noted.
