Minutes of a Special Meeting of the Parish Council held in the Village Hall at 7.00pm 22 September 2004 to discuss the proposed footpath diversion at Court House Farm.
Present:- B.Haslam (Chair), R.Wyke, H.West, A. Shepherd, T.Thompson and four members of the public.

Apologies:- B.Lane (Clerk).

The chairman advised those present that the Clerk had been approached very recently by Cluttons acting for the Church Commissioners who own Court House Farm. They requested a meeting with representatives of the Parish Council, Village School, and the Vicar to discuss the future of the farm. 

Representations were made by members of the public present that:-

· the existing path across Court House lawn and a spur to a wicket gate by the church (the latter not on the Definitive Map) had been used beyond living memory and should be left alone

· the PCC had made representations on the proposed change but had not been included by Clutton’s request for a meeting

· possible routes for the Multi-User Path crossed land farmed by Court House Farm and proposed changes to rights-of-way should include discussion on the MUP

· the churchyard would in years to come require expansion and any changes to the ownership and use of Court House Farm would affect the availability of adjoining land.

1. Public Path Diversion Order 2004 – WS 13/1 Court House Farm

The meeting opened and the chairman proposed that in view of the new situation arising from Clutton’s request for a meeting the PC should request deferment of any consideration of the footpath diversion until the future of Court House Farm and its land was clear. This was agreed by all present. R. Wyke held the consultation papers and agreed to manage their completion and return to Mendip DC.
